FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

How do | sign-up my child? Registration for all four camp sessions begins May 29.
Registration must be done in person at FCML by the legal guardian of the child. Registration
is open until camps are full.

What are the age requirements for camp? Kids must be a rising Kindergartner through 6th
grader. No exceptions.
